Soil Moisture Trend
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Cooler temperatures occurred this past week, with daily maximum temperatures ranging 
from 13.5°C to 25.1°C.  Increased cloud cover led to a  decrease in solar radiation 
averages for the week.  These conditions decreased crop evapotranspiration levels to 
6.2mm.  In addition, the region experienced a number of rainfall events that were 
significant enough to replenish ETc and lead to an increase in soil moisture.  The four 
locations experienced between 25.6 and 39.2mm of rain this past week.  Soil moisture 
increased at the 10cm depth at the grape locations and at the 10 and 30cm depths at 
the peach locations.  The difference in infiltration depth is of course due to the 
difference in soil type.  The Andrewes location even saw a slight increase at the 50cm 
depth.  As a result, irrigation is not required at this time.  However, peach growers 
should keep a close eye on their crops and ensure adequate moisture as we approach 
cell division.
