Soil Moisture Trend
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Temperatures remained moderate this past week, which is helping to minimize crop 
evapotranspiration.  Daily maximum temperatures ranged from 16°C to 24.3°C.  A few 
days were marked by clear sky conditions, leading to an increase in solar radiation 
averages compared to the previous week.  These conditions resulted in crop 
evapotranspiration levels of 9.7mm.  Showers occurred on the 8th and the 9th, with a 
heavier rainfall occurring at the Wiens location.  However, the balance between rain and 
ETc for the evaluated period still resulted in a negative water balance at each location 
except the Wiens location. Soil moisture reduction occurred mainly at the 10 and 30cm 
depths due to these conditions.  Soil moisture remains stable, however, at the Wiens 
site.  Irrigation is not required at this time, but growers should be aware that no 
significant rainfall is expected in the next week and temperatures are expected to climb.  
As a result, irrigation may be beneficial for peach growers in 10-15 days, to ensure 
adequate soil moisture during this critical stage of cell division.
