Soil Moisture Trend
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Hot and humid conditions continued until the 27th, with daily maximum temperatures 
ranging from 27.9°C to 32.2°C.  The 28 th to the 29th was slightly cooler, with daily 
maximums reaching 23.3°C to 26.2°C.  Thundershowers le d to varied accumulated 
rainfall totals across the locations, ranging from 34mm at the Concession 2 site to 
69.2mm at the Jordan Road site.  Overall, the conditions for the past six days resulted 
in crop evapotranspiration levels of 12.1mm for peaches and 10mm for grapes.  Thus, 
there was a positive water balance at each location, as the rainfall was enough to 
supply the ETc for the period. Soil moisture increased mainly at the 10cm and 30cm 
depths due to these conditions.  The Jordan Road and Line 1 location also experienced 
a soil moisture increase at the 50cm depth.  Consequently, soil moisture is currently 
high enough for supplying crop water requirements for grapes and peaches.
