Soil Moisture Trend
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Temperatures during the past week were below-normal for this time of year, with daily 
maximum temperatures ranging from 21.1°C to 28.5°C.  Increased cloud cover led to 
considerably lower solar radiation for the evaluated period.  Showers were observed on 
the 17th and the 21st, resulting in 9.8 to 18.6mm for the week.  The balance between rain 
and ETc for the evaluated period resulted in a negative water balance at most locations.  
Thus, soil moisture only increased at the 10cm depth, and decreased at the 30 and 
50cm depths for the peach sites.  The Line 1 NOTL grape site experienced a reduction 
in soil moisture at the 10 and 30cm depths, while the Lakeshore Rd location 
experienced stable soil moisture conditions.  As the cellular expansion stage has begun 
for peaches, peach growers may need to consider irrigating in the next short while if 
there is a lack of rainfall.  However, significant rainfall is in the forecast over the next few 
days, so it will be extremely important to watch your crops, the c-probe graphs and the 
weather forecasts.  Irrigation is not needed at this time for grapes.
