Soil Moisture Trend
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Temperatures during the past week were the highest for the summer to date, with daily 
maximums ranging from 25.7°C to 32.4°C.  Clear skies le d to high solar radiation 
averages and no precipitation fell in the evaluated regions for the past 7 days.  These 
conditions increased crop evapotranspiration levels for the week to 20.2mm for grapes 
and 25.3mm for peaches.  The balance between rain and ETc for the evaluated period 
resulted in a negative water balance at all locations; consequently, soil moisture 
decreased at most depths.  Due, in part, to the excess moisture that fell in the previous 
week, soil moisture conditions are still high enough for supplying crop water 
requirements for peaches and grapes at the evaluated sites.  Irrigation is not required at 
this time.  
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
